A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING, RATIFYING AND AFFIRMING THE CITY’S RETENTION OF MARI ALICE ZACHARYASZ, ESQ. FOR JOB DESCRIPTIONS AND EVALUATIONS OF EXECUTIVE TEAM MEMBERS AND ANCILLARY PERSONNEL AT A COST NOT TO EXCEED $3,000.00 OR 60 HOURS, APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFOR, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS,  the Mayor and administration continue to be in need of professional assistance on pending matters for the City related to job descriptions and evaluations of executive team members and ancillary personnel; and


WHEREAS, Mari Alice Zacharyasz, Esq., having knowledge and expertise in such areas, has rendered and is highly capable to provide such services for the city and it is necessary and appropriate to compensate such person for such services. Now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  The city hereby authorizes, ratifies and affirms the retention and provision of professional services by Mari Alice Zacharyasz, Esq., for job descriptions and evaluations of executive team members and ancillary personnel in an amount not to exceed Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00) or 60 hours.


SECTION 2.  That the Director of Finance is hereby authorized to pay out such sum(s) as limited and as authorized herein, upon approval by Council, to the person named herein for services as outlined herein, and the funds therefor are hereby appropriated from the Administrative Fund for said purposes. 
SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 4.  This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls to provide for administrative job descriptions and personnel evaluations. It shall therefore take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less 
than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
