AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE TERMINATION/ELIMINATION AND TRANSFER OF THE POLICE DISPATCH FUNCTIONS TO THE CITY OF STRONGSVILLE AND THE RESULTING ABOLISHMENTS OF THE POSITIONS AND LAYOFF OF ALL OLMSTED FALLS DISPATCHERS, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, Pursuant to the Management Rights Articles in the respective Collective Bargaining Agreements with the City’s Full Time Dispatchers and Part Time Dispatchers, the City retains the right to consolidate, merge, or otherwise transfer any and all of its facilities, property, processes or work with or to any other municipality or entity or effect or change in any respect the legal status, management or responsibility of such property, facilities, processes or work; and terminate or eliminate all or any part of its work or facilities; and

WHEREAS, The City also retains the rights to discontinue or eliminate all full time and part time dispatchers employed by the City; and


WHEREAS, The City has determined to terminate/eliminate and transfer the police dispatch functions to the City of Strongsville, Ohio which will result in job abolishments and layoffs of all full and part time dispatchers; and


WHEREAS, As a result of the above, it is necessary to eliminate the positions of Dispatcher, full time and part time.  Now therefore,  
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  Pursuant to its authority under the Charter and ordinances of the City of Olmsted Falls, Council hereby determines that the termination/elimination and transfer of the police dispatch functions to Strongsville is necessary for the efficient operation of city services and hereby abolishes the positions of dispatchers effective not later than January 1, 2015 or upon the commencement of services date with the City of Strongsville, whichever date occurs earlier.

SECTION 2.  This Ordinance shall supersede all previous adopted Ordinances in direct conflict herewith. 

SECTION 3. 
 The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls and for the reason that it is immediately necessary for compliance with state and county directives for consolidation of PSAPS, and to further increase efficiency and improve service for the residents of Olmsted Falls. Therefore, this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law. 
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
