A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH REVIZE, LLC FOR THE PROVISION OF SERVICES FOR UPDATING, REVISING, SERVICING AND MAINTAINING THE CITY’S WEBSITE, APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFOR AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY 

WHEREAS, the City is in need of upgrading of the City’s website to provide for easier accessibility and serviceability to users of the site and for the residents and businesses within the City; and


WHEREAS, a thorough review of proposals from various entities for the provision of such website services has been conducted and it is the recommendation that the City engage Revize LLC (“Revize”) to provide said services.  Now therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into any and all agreements with Revize for the provision of services for updating, revising, servicing and maintaining the City’s website, including execution of an agreement in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by reference. 

SECTION 2.  That the funds necessary to effectuate the purposes identified hereinabove are hereby appropriated from the General Fund. 

SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 4.   This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety and welfare of the inhabitants of the City, the reason for the emergency that it is immediately necessary to upgrade the City’s website to allow for citizen, business, and visitor access to updated information, therefore, provided it receives two thirds of the vote of all members of Council elected thereto, said Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption by this Council and approval by the Mayor, otherwise 
from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
