A RESOLUTION FOREGOING UTILIZATION OF FISCAL YEAR 2014 COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS FOR RENOVATION OF THE OLD LIBRARY FOR SENIOR ACTIVITIES, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
WHEREAS, Resolution 72-2013 authorized the filing of an application by the City for Community Development Block Grant funding for a project proposed to include renovations of the old library in the downtown area of the City, for senior activities, a use in a location which may not be in the city and community’s best interest in the downtown area district; and

WHEREAS, although the City accepted the grant in 2013, it is clear that the significant required renovations to the old library building combined with the restrictions imposed by the said grant such that the building in the historic area would then be limited in its use for a majority of its time for senior activities, along with the uncertainties of the operating expense associated with senior programs at the old library location, may not be in the best interest of the community; and 

WHEREAS, the Master Plan of the City is in need of significant updating, including an evaluation and analysis of the downtown area where the old library is located, and an evaluation of alternatives for the use of said property. Now therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:
SECTION 1.  This Council determines that it is in the city’s best interest under the existing circumstances to forego participation by the City in fiscal year 2014 CDBG grant funds for renovating the old library in the downtown area for senior activities. 

SECTION 2.  That the Mayor is authorized and directed to notify the Cuyahoga County Community Development Department of the City’s declination of said grant, with the expectation that a new CDBG Grant Application will be submitted by the City in 2014 for fiscal year 2015 for consideration for funding for enhancing senior activities.  

SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4.  This Ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the City for the reason that the City must inform the County of the declination of the funds so the County may timely take other action on the grant funds. This Ordinance shall therefore take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and signature by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law. 
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
