A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING CHAGRIN VALLEY ENGINEERING LTD. TO ADVERTISE FOR BIDS FOR CONSTRUCTION OF THE CITY’S PHASE V SEWER PROJECT, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS,  Chagrin Valley Engineering, LTD has previously been authorized and directed by the City to perform necessary engineering and related services for revisions for the design and construction of the Phase V Sewer Project for the City; and


WHEREAS, plans and specifications for said Project are completed (or will soon be completed) such that it is appropriate to advertise for bids for construction of said project; and


WHEREAS, all administrative requirements have been met or will be met in the near future; and 

WHEREAS, all rights-of-way necessary to construct said Project have been acquired or are in the process of being acquired; and

WHEREAS, in compliance with applicable laws of the State of Ohio and ordinances of the City, said Project requires that competitive bids be solicited by public advertisement.  Now Therefore, 


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  That Chagrin Valley Engineering, LTD. is hereby authorized and directed, on behalf of the City of Olmsted Falls, to advertise for bids, in accordance with law, for construction of the City’s Phase V Sewer Project in accordance with the plans and specifications for said Project, all of which are (or will be) on file in the offices of Chagrin Valley Engineering, LTD.

SECTION 2.  That Chagrin Valley Engineering, LTD. shall receive such bids and open such bids at the time and place to be designated in such advertisement for bids and promptly report the same to the Mayor and Council with a review of bid tabulations and a recommendation for award of one or more contracts for the Project.
SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4.  This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls because it is immediately necessary to advertise for bids for the Project so that the Project may be completed and provide sanitary sewers to the affected areas. It shall therefore take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law. 
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
