AN ORDINANCE RATIFYING AND AFFIRMING A LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS AND LOCAL 2681, AFSCME OHIO COUNCIL 8, WITH REGARD TO THE COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE CITY’S SERVICE DEPARTMENT WORKERS REPRESENTED BY LOCAL 2681
WHEREAS, the City’s Service Department workers are members of AFSCME Ohio Council 8 Local 2681 and currently are employed under the terms of that certain Collective Bargaining Agreement now in effect between said employees and the City; and 

WHEREAS, in 2013, an issue arose as to the applicability of an additional One Dollar ($1.00) per hour for seasonal work performed on a shift other than day shift; and

WHEREAS, said issue was negotiated, discussed and its resolution was agreed upon by the then Mayor and the representative with Local 2681, all as shown on the Letter of Understanding attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, said Letter of Understanding and the terms contained therein call for a clarification and insertion of an additional section in the said Collective Bargaining Agreement; and

WHEREAS, this Council and Mayor desire to ratify and affirm said Letter of Understanding. Now therefore, 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  That the certain Letter of Understanding by and between the City of Olmsted Falls as executed by then Mayor Blomquist dated March 19, 2013 and Local 2681, AFSCME Ohio Council 8, representing the service workers in the City, is hereby ratified and affirmed and the Collective Bargaining Agreement shall be modified to the extent consistent with the addition of Section Six as reflected in the Letter of Understanding, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as if fully rewritten. 
SECTION 2.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 3.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the earliest time allowed by law.
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
