A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF ESTABLISHING THE OLMSTED COLLABORATIVE RECREATION INITIATIVE
WHEREAS, the City of Olmsted Falls, Olmsted Township and the Olmsted Falls City Schools have been engaged in a series of conversations in order to collaborate with each other and community based organizations to offer recreation, health and wellness services, civic involvement and community service opportunities to members of the Olmsted Community; and

WHEREAS, this programming is an essential component in creating an outstanding quality of life for all Olmsted residents and has a direct impact on health and wellness, community involvement, civic pride and the inherent vitality of the community; and

WHEREAS, the goal is to coordinate programming, registration, marketing, facilities management, and volunteer support under one umbrella- Olmsted Recreation; and

WHEREAS, the City of Olmsted Falls, Olmsted Township and the Olmsted Falls City Schools intend to make an initial contribution to fund the Project with program subscription and registration providing additional revenue and support for this “umbrella organization” as well as support for the groups who use the services to register participants; and 
WHEREAS, the Olmsted Collaborative Recreation Initiative (OCRI) comprised of the City of Olmsted Falls, Olmsted Township and the Olmsted Falls City Schools will provide funding to establish the position of Olmsted Recreation Coordinator whose duties will include management of recreation and enrichment programs for residents of all ages; and

WHEREAS, community groups who participate will have an opportunity to offer input on programming and goals moving forward as well as marketing, a shared calendar and program visibility; and

WHEREAS, collaboration of this kind will allow for grant opportunities through shared services and other recreational grants for facilities improvement, health and wellness programs, as well as other recreational opportunities; and

WHEREAS, facilities management will be a high priority and will be shared by the three entities and the participating organizations; and

WHEREAS, in keeping with these guidelines, all contributions to individual programming will funnel through Olmsted Recreation allowing for the fairest distribution of funding for programming and facilities maintenance. Now therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  The Council and Mayor of the City of Olmsted Falls hereby express their support of the OCRI and creation of Olmsted Recreation, its mission and goals and the opportunity to enhance the quality of life in our community.
SECTION 2.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 3.  This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after the earliest time allowed by law. 
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
