A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO MAKE APPLICATION FOR, AND IF AWARDED, TO ENTER INTO A COOPERATION AGREEMENT WITH THE CUYAHOGA COUNTY EXECUTIVE AND THE DEPARTMENT OF DEVELOPMENT, FOR THE UTILIZATION OF COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG) PROGRAM FUNDS FOR FISAL YEAR 2015, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
WHEREAS, The Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, and as amended, provide an entitlement of funds for community development purposes for urban counties, including Cuyahoga County; and 

WHEREAS, The award and distribution of funds made available through the subject program are to be allocated and expended on behalf of participating municipalities for plans, programs and projects eligible under the Act, as amended, said municipalities to be chosen by means of competitive project application process; and


WHEREAS, the Project(s) to be submitted by the City of Olmsted Falls for consideration in competitive process is (are) identified on Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein; and

WHEREAS, Notice of Public Hearing was published in advance thereof and a Public Hearing was held and input from said Public Hearing has been considered by this Council prior to adoption of this Resolution.  Now therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  That the Mayor be, and is hereby authorized and directed to make application for, and if awarded, to enter into a Cooperation Agreement with the Cuyahoga County Executive and Department of Development for CDBG Program Funds for fiscal year 2015 to provide for CDBG Block Grant Funds for the project(s) identified in Exhibit “A.”
SECTION 2.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
SECTION 3. This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls to timely submit the CDBG Grant Application to meet the deadline for submission and consideration.  Therefore, this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
