AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO ANY AND ALL AGREEMENTS WITH DONAUSCHWABEN’S GERMAN AMERICAN CULTURAL CENTER, INC. (“GERMAN CLUB”) FOR THE ACQUISITION OF CERTAIN PROPERTY INTERESTS TO FACILITATE THE CITY’S PHASE V SANITARY SEWER PROJECT AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, in order to construct the City’s Phase V Sanitary Sewer Project it is necessary to acquire certain property interests from the Donauschwaben’s German American Cultural Center, Inc., (German Club) over portions of Auditor’s PP# 281-02-001 (as currently constituted but subject to parcel number revision upon an approved lot split); and 


WHEREAS, Donauschwaben’s German American Cultural Center, Inc., (German Club) has agreed to grant such necessary property interests to the City (but retaining a certain 20 foot waterline and access easement); and


WHEREAS, the City is desirous of accepting said property interests. Now, therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.
This Council determines that the construction of the Phase V Sanitary Sewer Project is a necessary and proper public improvement in order to enhance the safety and sanitary sewage elimination within the City.


SECTION 2.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into any and all Agreements with Donauschwaben’s German American Cultural, Inc., (German Club) for the acquisition of certain property interests (and the retention of a permanent access and waterline easement by Donauschwaben’s German American Cultural, Inc., (German Club)) all as shown in the legal description marked Exhibits “A”, “B” and “C” attached hereto and incorporated herein, and said Agreement shall be in a form as approved by the Director of Law. 

SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in full compliance with all legal requirements, including without limitation, those set forth in Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
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SECTION 5.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls for the reason to allow the Phase V Sanitary Sewer Project to commence as soon as possible to alleviate sanitary sewer problems in the affected areas.  Therefore, this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
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
