INTRODUCED BY:  MAYOR ANN MARIE DONEGAN
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING, RATIFYING AND AFFIRMING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A MITIGATION AGREEMENT FOR WETLANDS PURCHASE TO ELIMINATE THE S.R. 252 WETLAND RESTORATION MONITORING REQUIREMENTS, APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFOR AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the rail-grade separation project on S.R. 252 (Columbia Road) required that the City establish, maintain and monitor a certain area of land adjacent to the grade separation project as wetlands; and

WHEREAS, in order to eliminate the necessity of maintaining and monitoring the same, the City may, alternatively, purchase a portion of wetlands reserved through the North Coast Regional Council of Park Districts, (“NCRCPD”), but subject to approval and acceptance by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and/or Ohio E.P.A. Now therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO,  THAT:

SECTION 1. The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into that certain Mitigation Agreement with NCRCPD (a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein), to achieve the objectives as stated hereinabove and the same is hereby ratified and affirmed. 

SECTION 2. That the sum of Seven Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($7,500.00) is hereby appropriated from City funds and payable as called for in said Agreement for the purposes identified hereinabove. 

SECTION 3. This Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council, and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 4. This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls for the further reason it is immediately necessary to comply with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers requirements and to better utilize city service personnel.  Therefore, this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative 
vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
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
