AN RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING WITH OLMSTED COMMUNITY CENTER AS PART OF THE OLMSTED COLLABORATIVE RECREATION INITIATIVE, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
WHEREAS, this Council has previously adopted Resolution 39-2014 and 64-2014 in support of establishing the Olmsted Collaborative Recreation Initiative; and

WHEREAS, as part of the implementation of the Olmsted Collaborative Recreation Initiative, it is necessary and appropriate to utilize the assistance of the Olmsted Community Center facilities and personnel and to reach an understanding on the scope of such services and facilities, costs related thereto, and other requirements of operations.   Now therefore, 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Olmsted Community Center for the establishment and implementation of the Olmsted Collaborative Recreation Initiative to enhance and facilitate recreational activities in the Olmsted Community.

SECTION 2.  That the Memorandum of Understanding to be entered into by and between the parties shall be in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by reference, but subject to review and approval of the Director of Law. 

SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety and welfare of the residents of the City of Olmsted Falls so the summer recreation activities may be immediately commenced. Therefore, this Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon 
the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
